Poker Lingo

Poker has alanguage somewhat to itself. Party Poker provides with a glossary to familiarize yourself with poker
terms. Many of the poker termsin this glossary are linked to one another. If you click alink within adefinition,
click your browser's "back" button to return to the definition you just left.

AcesFull A full house with three aces and any pair.

Ace-High A five card hand that contains one Ace, with no straight or flush or a hand with no
pair init.

AcesUp A hand that contains two pairs, one of which is Aces.

Action Checking/Betting/Raising. A game in which players are playing alot of potsis
considered an "action" game.

Active Player Any player who is still in the hand.
Add-on A purchase of more chips (optional) at the end of the re-buy period in a tournament.

All-In When a player bets all his/her chips.: In online poker, you may be deemed "All-in"
when you are disconnected (even if you have chips remaining).

American Airlines Two Aces.

Ante Money placed in the pot before the hand is begun.

Bad Beat When a hand is beaten by alucky draw.
Belly Buster A draw and/or catch to an Inside Straight.
Bet To place chipsinto the pot.

A designated amount that is placed by the player sitting in the second position,
clockwise from the dealer, before any cards are dealt. (Playersjoining agamein
progress must post a Big Blind, but may do so from any position.)

A hand that contains an A-K.

The bet(s) that must be made by the two players sitting directly to the dealer's left
which will start the action on the first round of betting. The blinds are posted before
any cards are dealt. (A "Blind" bet is one that is made in the dark without looking at
your cards.)

When aplayer raises without looking at his hand.

To make other players believe that one has a better hand than he/she might otherwise
have by betting or raising when they do not have the best hand.

The cardsthat are dealt face-up in a poker game for all playersto see. In flop games,
five cards are dealt face-up in the center of the table. In Seven Card Stud, four cards
are dealt face-up in front of each player.

When a player uses the lowest card on the flop to make a pair with one of his own
cards.

An Ace high straight (A-K-Q-J-10).
The forced bet made on the first round of betting by the player who is dealt the

lowest card showing in Seven Card Stud and Stud 8 or Better. In Razz (Lowball) it is
the highest card showing

To start the betting on the first round.

A player who antes himself broke.

A pair of Aces.

Also known as the dealer button, it isasmall round disk that is moved from player to
player in a clockwise direction following each hand, to theoretically indicate the
dealer of each hand.

The minimum amount of money required by a player to sit down in a particular
poker game.

It'saHoldem hand consisting of a 10-2 (Brunson won the world championship two
yearsin arow on the final hand with these cards).

Form of poker where each player is dedlt five cards with the option of discarding one
or more and replacing them with new ones and the low hand wins.

Form of poker where each player is dedlt five cards down with the option of
discarding one or more and replacing them with new ones to attempt to make a better
hand.

Position on around of betting where the player must act before most of the other
players at the table. (It's considered the two positions located to the left of the Blinds.

)

Also known asthe "river" card. In flop games, this represents the fifth community
card on the table and the final round of betting. In Stud games, thisis the fifth card
dealt to each player and represents the third round of betting.

A poker game in which the player is dealt five cards down. They have one draw to
replace them and the best high hand wins the pot.

A poker game in which each player is dealt five cards, one down and four up, with
betting after 2, 3, 4, & 5 cards.

Cdlling a bet without raising.
In Hold'em and Omaha, the first three community cards that are dealt face-up in the

center of the table al at onetime. The "flop" also indicates the second round of
betting.

Poker games (Hold 'em and Omaha) that are played using community cards that are
dealt face up in the center of the table.

An employee of the cardroom who makes rulings and decisions.

Any five cards of the same suit.

When a player has four cardsin his hand of the same suit and is hoping to draw a
fifth to make aflush.

To throw your hand away when it's your turn to act.

A required bet that starts the action on the first round of a poker hand.

Four cards of the same number or face value ("quads").

In flop games, it is the fourth community card dealt (also known as "the turn") and
represents the third round of betting. In Stud games, it is the fourth card dealt to each
player and represents the second round of betting.

Any three cards of the same number or face value, plus any other two cards of the
same number or face value.

To draw to and/or hit an inside straight.

A player's best five cards.

To decide thefirst dealer in the flop tournaments each user is dealt a single card and
the player with the highest card (based on the card and the suit order - of spades,
hearts, diamonds & clubs) becomes the theoretical dealer.

Split pot games.

Also known as Texas Hold 'em, where the players get two down cards and five
community cards. See our complete Hold 'em rules in our Game Rules section.

These are the Down Cardsin front of the players.

The casino or cardroom that is hosting the poker game.

Four cards which require another between the top and the bottom card to complete a
straight.\ Players who catch this card make an Inside Straight.

A form of poker in which the cardroom or casino offers ajackpot to a player who has
lost with arealy big hand (usually Acesfull or better).

A form of poker in which a player needsto have at least a pair of jacks to open the
betting.

Form of lowball poker in which the worst poker hand (2, 3, 4, 5, 7 of different suits)
isthe best hand. It's aso known as Deuce to Seven.

To call at the end of a hand to prevent someone from bluffing.

A card that gives you a big draw or makes your hand.

In asession or tournament, the one hand that ends up being a turning point for the
player, either for better or worse.

The highest unpaired side card in a players hand.
Raise.

A method to stimulate action. It is aforced bet by someone who has just won a
pot(s).

An instance where the player putsin adark bet and is alowed to raise, evenif no
other player raises. It's also known as an "option".

In Stud Games, cards that have not yet been seen and are presumed to still bein play.

A hand that could still win the pot.

A not so knowledgeable player who plays alot of hands.
When a player calsthe final bet before the showdown.

It's also a pile of cards that are no longer in
play.

The least amount you can start a game with.

A very big hand. In atournament, a player who begins to accumulate chips after
having asmall stack is considered to be a monster.

A game where players can bet as much asthey like (aslong as they have it in front of
them) on any round of betting.

The best possible hand at any point of the game. A hand that cannot be beat.

The probability of making ahand vs. the probability of not making a hand.

Cards of adifferent suit.

A game in which each player is dealt four down cards with five community cards. To
make your hand, you must play two cards from your hand and three from the board.

To make thefirst bet.

Four consecutive cards whereby one additional (consecutive) card is needed at either
end to make a straight.

Thisiswhen players have the opportunity to bet, check or raise. Each round of
betting ends when the last bet or raise has been called.

Thisisan Ace high straight (A-K-Q-J-10) of the same suit. It is the best possible
hand in poker.

Stud.

Thisisthefinal round of betting in Seven Card Stud and Stud 8 or Better.
Shills are paid props who help start and maintain poker games.

At the end of the final betting round, it's when all active players turn their cards face-
up to see who has won the pot.

A separate pot(s) which is contested by remaining active players when one or more
players are al-in.

In Seven-card Stud, thisisthe fourth "up" card dealt to the player (their 6th card). It
is also the 4th round of betting.

A fairly tight player (and reasonably good).

The amount put in the pot by the person immediately to the left of the dealer "button”
prior to the cards being dealt.

A pair of fives.

Tie.

A pile of chips.

When a player remains in the game by calling rather than raising.
A five high straight (A-2-3-4-5) of the same suit.

A straddle is a Blind bet which is usually double the size of the Big Blind\ (and that
player may raise when the action gets to him).
